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Where to eat
You are most welcome to bring your own food and eat in our waiting room.  We can show you where to heat up baby food.  Around the Campus there are open spaces, gardens and benches if you wish to have a picnic.  Otherwise, there are many places on campus to eat or drink.  Opening hours are shown below for term time; they will be reduced during University holidays.  During term time, the restaurants can be busy and noisy around lunchtime.  There are high chairs available in the Terrace Restaurant located in the Staff Social Centre. Remember we are building 19, so you can find your way back again!  Please ask any member of staff if you have special requirements or any questions.
Latte’s café  
There are several locations of this coffee bar; the two closest are the Life Science Faculty   (building 85) and the Hartley library (building 12): both less than 5 minutes walk away.  It has a good range of coffee, teas, sandwiches, cakes and pastries. The other locations are within the Students’ Union (building 42) and within the Staff Social Centre (building 38).  The Library location is open during term time from 9am to 7pm Monday-Thursday, 9am-6pm Friday, the Union location from 8am to 5pm, the Life Science Faculty 8am-4pm and the Staff Social Centre location from 8am to 4pm.
Students’ Union
Just across the road from the library is the Students’ Union, (building 42), the ground floor food court (Piazza) is open from 8am to 3.30pm.  It is cafeteria style, with choices of sandwiches, baguettes, jacket potatoes, pizza, pasta, international food, and salads,
The Students’ Union shop is next to the eating areas; it has a wide range of sandwiches, snacks, toiletries, stationery and gifts to take away.  It is open from 8am to 7pm during term time.
Staff Social Centre
You are most welcome to visit the Staff Social Centre (building 38), which is also across the road from the library – to the right of the Students’ Union if you have your back to the Library.  There are a variety of eating options, including main meals, sandwiches, baguettes and jacket potatoes.  The restaurants are open for lunch from 12pm to 2pm.  There is also a Lattes Café which serves coffees, teas, cakes and pastries from 8am to 4pm. High chairs for babies are available on request.
Banks, book shop, Post Office, art gallery and green space

Around building 60 on Burgess Road (less than 10 minutes walk away), there is a Post Office, a John Smith book shop and three banks (Barclays, Lloyds, and HSBC).  There is also a cash point outside the Student’ Union Shop, and in the SUSU café.  There is a contemporary art gallery at the back of the campus (building 50), with free entry.  The campus has a lot of green space behind the Staff Social Centre, but please supervise children very carefully as there is a lot of water.
Off Campus

On Burgess Road, there are both a Burger King and McDonalds.  Both are drive throughs and are around a mile or so away.  There are also other eating places on Burgess Road – both fast food and sit down places.
